Prayer Time for God to Direct and Bless Our Nation – Jan 26, 2020
This is to ask God to direct, protect and bless the US of A; to pray that we will follow the truth and reality of God.

TRUTH vs. LIES/DECEIT in the US of A (part 3b) – history (revisionism)
Although the topic of ‘truth’ is a major theme throughout the Bible, in John 8:31-47 Jesus engages some Jews in a lengthy discussion which reveals the respective sources of truth and lies, their importance, and their impact on people. This is as applicable and important today as it was in Bible times. Part 1 of this series included definitions of ‘truth’ and ‘lie’ (see the prayer guide for 1.5.2020 for the definitions – or do you have your own definitions?). 
Now some thoughts concerning truth vs. lies while interpreting and telling history – 
‘Revisionist history’ is real: a Google search shows about 5,000,000 results in 0.4 seconds. Revising history isn’t a problem if credible new information emerges. The problem arises when those revising the history have an agenda of “…reversal of moral findings, in which what had been considered to be positive forces are depicted as being negative. This revisionism is then challenged by the supporters of the previous view, often in heated terms, and becomes an illegitimate form of historical revisionism known as historical negationism if it involves inappropriate methods such as the use of forged documents or implausible distrust of genuine documents, attributing false conclusions to books and sources, manipulating statistical data and deliberately mis-translating texts. This type of historical revisionism presents a re-interpretation of the moral meaning of the historical record.” Source: Wikipedia, accessed online 1.19.20, emphasis added
Now we clearly see where historical negationism gets into the issue of truth vs lies! The reversal of the more accurate and traditional moral findings is in fact the agenda of those practicing historical negationism, which has become rampant in academia in recent decades. These negationists are directly attacking the moral code that God has given, as they are holding themselves out to have a better moral code than what God has given. In effect, they claim to be above God and to substitute their preferred moral code in the place of His. Never mind that their own code is based on lies and deceit, which they must practice and promote (…forgery…implausible distrust…false conclusions…manipulating data…deliberately mis-translating…) to distinguish their preferences from God’s truth. Assuredly, their corrupt negationism will ultimately fail, as will all such schemes built on lies, but how many unsuspecting people will be destroyed in hell for all of eternity, because they believed the lies? Are you being careful about which moral code you believe, and practice?
It is important that the history of the world, and of the USA, be conveyed and taught factually and truthfully. God’s work goes far beyond what is written in the Bible (Jn 21:24-25), so world and national history will be more of His story in post-biblical times. Those who are actively engaged in historical negationism are, by definition, also actively engaged in lying. We know where unrepentant liars end up (Rev 21:8). Yes, God cares about truth and lies when it comes to the recording and teaching of history – His story in His creation.
Praise God for His truth nature; ask for God’s wisdom as we try to accurately discern between truth and lies; pray that we will consistently embrace God’s truth and reject Satan’s lies
Jn 8:31-47; Josh 4:6-7; Is 38:19; Jn 21:24-25 (Truth as part of God’s nature vs. lying as a defining part of Satan’s nature; regarding history – His story – it’s important to be factual and truthful, and to teach our children how to discern between truth and lies) Prayer time to:
 - praise God for sending His son, Jesus Christ, to give us eternal salvation and freedom from sin
 - ask for understanding of God’s true nature, as being loving, faithful and our deliverer
 - seek truth in understanding His story – history – and embracing God’s true moral code

 - implore God to expose historical negationists so their work can be identified and rejected
 - lift up history sources so they will deal in truth, and work hard to avoid being deceiving
 - ask that history students will have good discernment to distinguish between lies and truth
 - thank God for making clear what is good (truth) and what is evil (lies and deception) 
 - pray earnestly for a revival among Christians, stirred by the Holy Spirit living within us, calling us to repentance and righteousness as we accurately discern truth from lies
