For voters to seek out the truth - 
 - acknowledge that it’s often difficult for us to know what is true and what is not
 - acknowledge that we struggle to discern truth from campaign slogans and political rhetoric
 - ask God to grant discernment to voters, to reveal hidden agendas and expose the lies
 - ask God to guide the voters so that the ballots cast reflect the truth of God’s word
For honesty in campaigns - 
 - acknowledge that God knows all hearts and discerns motives in ways that we cannot
 - ask God to reveal the truth about every candidate, for every office
 - pray that God will bring justice upon every candidate who is lying to deceive the voters
For candidates to seek wisdom from God - 
 - acknowledge that God knows the personal habits and disciplines of every candidate 
 - ask God to move in their lives so that they will seek you first in all decision making
 - pray that they will always act on the belief that Your wisdom is trustworthy and good
