Prayer Time for God to Direct and Bless Our Nation – Oct 27, 2013
This is to ask God to direct and bless the United States of America; it isn’t to take sides in policy or politics.

Thoughts about LEADERSHIP and current events in the USA (part 6) –
Let’s look at Joseph one more time to learn more about God’s role in human leadership from this story. With 12 chapters (Genesis 37 & 39-50) this story is more detailed than most and has three more lessons.
1. OBEDIENCE – God honors and rewards obedience – Even with so much written about Joseph, and even through his unjust hardships, it is hard to find anything that says Joseph disobeyed God. This is unusual since instances of disobedience are recorded for most of the major biblical leaders. Joseph was still available to work through Joseph as He had originally planned; in peace, in power and with honor.
2. INTEGRITY – Joseph was true to God’s instructions, even when strongly tempted to sin (Gen 39:7-18) – Integrity is demonstrated, or revealed, by repeated and consistent obedience. We have many examples among our current-day politicians of “leaders” who have revealed a lack of integrity by giving in to sin.
3. FORGIVING – Joseph chose to be forgiving rather than vengeful. Was there ever a better setup for revenge than was presented to Joseph regarding his brothers? Instead, he lived out Rom. 12:19-21.
Leaders are very important as their choices have great influence on the lives of all of us, the followers. Leaders have free will, just like everyone else, but their position amplifies the impact of their choices.
We must pray that God will give us leaders who know Him, love Him, seek Him and listen to Him, have faith in Him, want to obey Him, who will make their decisions and choices in active belief and obedience to Him, who look to God to direct all of their thinking and to give them wisdom, and to guide them.

Praise God because He keeps His promises; Ask that our nation will have leaders who know that their position and power comes from God, and who will faithfully obey Him when tested.
Gen 45:4-8; Rom 12:19-21; 13:1; (God establishes leaders, sometimes blessing them and giving them early success, then testing their character)  Prayer time to:
 - praise our God who watches all the nations and who responds to those who believe Him
 - thank Him for giving us a nation founded on Him as the source of blessing and protection
 - pray that God will give us leaders who know Him and who will humbly obey Him
 - ask for leaders who will lead us in paths of righteousness (Ps 23:3)
 - cry out for the Holy Spirit to be poured out on our people, drawing millions of us to God
 - pray for the President, that he will humbly lead us in obedience to God and away from evil
 - seek guidance for the Supreme Court making just decisions that will obey and please God
 - pray that leaders in Congress will lead us to God, looking to Him to guide their decisions
 - ask that governors and state legislatures will lead us to love and obey God
 - pray that judges at all levels will make decisions guided by God’s truth and justice
 - ask God to test our leaders, and that they will prove to be faithful to His call on their lives
 - seek how we can influence our leaders for good; electing good ones and removing evil ones
 - ask God to guide the USA to be faithful to Him in domestic and international affairs
 - find balance in regard to the proper role of government and the role of God
 - cry out to God so he will raise up righteous candidates to be elected in 2014
 - pray that our leaders will seek and use God’s wisdom in deciding national finances
 - ask God to remove all leaders who love Satan and who are leading us towards evil
 - seek strength to live our lives obedient to God rather than any directions from man
