Prayer Time for God to Direct and Bless Our Nation – Dec 24, 2017
This is to ask God to direct, protect and bless the US of A; to pray that we will follow the truth and reality of God.

The first Christmas – from Jesus’ view (part 4 of 4) –
What do we know, and what can we infer, about the first Christmas from Jesus’ perspective? We know much more about Jesus, and His Father, than we know about either Zechariah and Elizabeth or Joseph and Mary. In a very real sense, the whole of scripture is devoted to telling us about God, Jesus and the Holy Spirit, and how God relates to the people He created. The Bible reveals who God is, who we are, where we came from, why we exist, and where we are going after we die – and it also reveals all of these things about Jesus before He came to earth as a baby, during His earthly life, and glimpses of Him after his resurrection and ascension into heaven.
Yes, as stated in John 1:1-18, Jesus was active at the creation of the universe: “…all things were made through him… In him was life, and the life was the light of men.” But then Phil 2:5-11 reveals that Jesus left equality with God, emptied and humbled himself to become a servant in the form of a man, to die on a cross to pay the price for the sins of all mankind, thereby reconciling mankind to God. Because Jesus was willing to obey God’s will, God has highly exalted him, and every tongue will confess Jesus as Lord.
No, that first Christmas was not the beginning of Jesus’ life, but it was the beginning of his life in human form under submission to God’s will, and the appearance of God’s overwhelming love for all mankind as shown by redeeming mankind from the condemnation of sin. It makes it possible for us to be saved from an eternity in hell with the devil and his demons, and instead to accept God’s gracious and merciful gift of eternal life with Him for all of eternity.
Pray that God will send the Holy Spirit to draw us to God in the name of Jesus during this Christmas season, to forgive and transform our nation as we repent and turn to Him, being reconciled to God.


Praise God for His plans and preparations; ask that our nation will be awakened to how God has blessed and protected us, and that we will be faithful so our nation is available to be used by God as a force for sending the gospel of Jesus throughout the world.
Is 9:2-3, 6-7; Jn 1:1-18; Phil 2:5-11 (God’s announced plan was to send Jesus, and Jesus came into the world to save us, as a wonderful expression of God’s love for mankind) Prayer time to:
 - praise God for loving us enough to send Jesus to pay the price for our sins
 - thank God for Jesus, whose death was the sacrifice for our sins
 - seek the Holy Spirit to be our individual and national counselor, showing us how to live
 - request that God will draw the leaders of our nation to seek Him this very Christmas
 - lift up parents, that they will teach their children truth about God
 - pray that God will make His will clear to us, as He did to Jesus and others in this story
 - ask God to bless us with the faith & courage to obey God fully as Jesus did, then bowing the knee and confessing Jesus as Lord, even when it seems unreasonable or counter-cultural
 - pour out your heart to God thanking Him for every blessing you can think of
 - seek grace that our nation will recognize that we are hopelessly separated from God’s love by our sins, and only by Jesus’ death on the cross can be reconciled to God and find eternal life
 - request that our local, state and federal government leaders (legislative, executive and judicial branches) will choose to obey God, and lead us to be Gods’ people
 - cry out to God that our nation will be a beacon of truth and hope in a dark and lost world
 - pray for God to give us righteous leaders, and that our nation can be a blessing to all peoples
 - ask God to draw many to Himself in truth and obedience during this Christmas season
