Prayer Time for God to Direct and Bless Our Nation – Dec 26, 2010
This is to ask God to direct and bless the United States of America; it isn’t to take sides in policy or politics.

Thoughts about a God who came to live on earth –
Have you already moved on from celebrating Christmas to thinking about the New Years Holiday?  Let’s stay with Christmas for just a few more minutes.
Among the many wonderful things that come to us out of the Christmas story are the truths expressed in Luke 1:37-38.  First, “nothing is impossible with God”!  Often the needs of our nation seem overwhelming and the direction to be impossible to change, but we keep praying because we know that God can do anything that is according to His will.  Second, Mary chose to fully submit to God and be a faithful servant, even though the path He was asking her to take was going to be difficult, counter-cultural, seem silly and disgraceful, and be totally misunderstood.  Yet she chose to obey.  Will we also choose to be faithful, even when others don’t understand and think we are silly, superstitious, backwards and foolish?
Pray that God will send the Holy Spirit to draw us to God in the name of Jesus, and to transform our nation during this season of Christmas celebrations.

Praise God for His plans and power; ask that our nation will be used by God as a force for sending the gospel of Jesus throughout the world.
Is 14:24-27; Lk 1:37-38 (God rules over all nations; nothing is impossible for Him)  Prayer time:
 - pour out your heart to God thanking Him for every blessing you can think of, both personally and for our nation
 - turn every blessing back to God as a praise to Him
 - ask God to bless our nation by raising up the candidates who will be selected to run for various offices during the next elections, since decisions are being made now about who will run for elected office
 - seek strength to live our lives obedient to God and to transform our minds and our society
 - request that our local, state and federal government leaders (legislative, executive and judicial branches) will choose to obey God, and lead us to be Gods’ people
 - beg for God’s protection from those who hate Him
 - seek deliverance from temptation, and pray that our nation will seek forgiveness of our sins
 - ask for God’s abundant blessings on us as we repent and turn to Him
 - cry out to God that our nation will be a beacon of truth and hope in a dark and lost world
 - pray for God to give us righteous leaders, and that our nation can be a blessing to all peoples
 - pray for the conversion to Christianity for the two newest Supreme Court justices
 - invite Him and His truths to rule:
 
- in our own personal life, and our family, church, school and workplace
 
- in regard to the proper role of government in balance with the role of God
 - ask God to guide the USA in matters of justice between nations and foreign peoples
 - pray that God will stir up our nation to obey Him on sanctity of human life, marriage, and other issues foundational to a just and healthy society, pleasing to God
