Prayer Time for God to Direct and Bless Our Nation – Dec 30, 2018
This is to ask God to direct, protect and bless the US of A; to pray that we will follow the truth and reality of God.

Thoughts about Jesus’ birth and the USA –
Over the past month we have heard and sung many songs about Jesus being born and then the worship of shepherds, angels, and eventually the wise men. Now that the celebration of Jesus’ birth has come and gone for another year, this is a good time to ask: “What difference does Jesus make for me, and for us as a nation, in the coming year?” Romans 12:1-2 gives us excellent answers to these questions: 
 - Present ourselves (and our nation) to God as a living sacrifice

 - Strive to be holy, and acceptable to God (personally and as a society of people)
 - Do this as spiritual worship of God, and His son Jesus Christ (like the shepherds, angels and wise men)
 - Don’t allow ourselves (or our country) to be conformed to this world (see Gal 5:16-24)
 - Be transformed by renewing our minds (and our national culture) [to conform to Jesus’ teachings]
 - To prove God’s will, which is good and perfect (for us and for our nation)

Our forefathers clearly understood that our government was founded upon concepts that are from God as found in the Bible. “Is it not that in the chain of human events, the birthday of the nation is indissolubly linked with the birthday of the Savior? – that it forms a leading event in the progress of the Gospel dispensation? Is it not that the Declaration of independence first organized the social compact on the foundation of the Redeemer’s mission upon earth? – That it laid the cornerstone of human government upon the first precepts of Christianity?” – John Quincy Adams: statesman; diplomat; 6th President.
We must pray that the Holy Spirit will be poured out on our land to awaken people to God as the source of our government. We must address the issues of the day by looking to God for wisdom and direction.

Praise God for His revelations in scripture; Ask that our nation will keep a connection to God’s gift of Jesus; Pray that the USA will return to the solid foundation of scripture.
Is 9:6-7; Rom 12:1-2; Gal 5:16-24 (God connects the spiritual and political when foretelling the birth of Jesus; do not be conformed to the world but instead be transformed by the power of Jesus; woe to a nation who tries to separate its government from Jesus.)  Prayer time to:
 - thank God for giving us a nation founded on solid Biblical truths and connected to Jesus
 - seek transformation so that we can be a wise and truth-seeking nation, pleasing to God
 - seek strength to live our lives obedient to God rather than any directions from man
 - request that our local, state and federal government leaders (legislative, executive and judicial branches) will obey God, too, properly recognizing freedom as a gift from God
 - seek guidance for the Supreme Court making decisions that will honor and please God
 - pray that God will show us what we can do for our country as God makes us righteous
 - seek how we can influence our government for good at the local, state and national levels
 - ask God to guide the USA in promoting freedom in domestic and international affairs
 - find balance in regard to the proper role of government and the role of God
 - ask that God will lead our nation to obey Him on sanctity of human life, marriage, and other issues foundational to a just and healthy society, pleasing to God and His revealed truth
 - pray that our leaders will make wise laws that are built upon scripture, the solid rock
 - pray that our leaders will seek and use God’s wisdom in deciding national finances
 - ask God to sustain our nation during these times when Satan is storming against it
 - cry out to God for many righteous candidates to be elected in 2020
 - pray that God will pour out the Holy Spirit on our people to keep our scriptural foundations
