Prayer Time for God to Direct and Bless Our Country – Mar 31, 2019
This is to ask God to direct, protect and bless the US of A; to pray that we will follow the truth and reality of God.

Thoughts about GOOD & EVIL and OUR BEHAVIOR in the USA (part 7) –
Romans 13 begins with one of the longest segments in the New Testament that teaches Christians about their governing authorities. It continues the logical development of two of the major themes from chapter 12: (a) good versus evil (12:2, 9b, 17, 21) and (b) how people should treat each other (12:3-9a, 10, 13-20). The role of government is relevant to both of these themes, as are the other two topics immediately following in ch 13. Let’s explore how the last of these three topics relate to our thinking & our nation:
(1) The role of governing authorities and our proper relationship with them as Christian citizens (v 1-7),

(2) “Love your neighbor as yourself” as our standard for living as law-abiding citizens (v 8-10), and

(3) Choose good behaviors and reject evil ones (“Let us behave properly…”) (v 11-14).  
Sin. A word that has fallen out of favor in America, but the behaviors that are sin seem to be gaining great popularity! Could there be a connection? We don’t get to change the definition of sin any more than we get to change the law of gravity. They both came from God, and He will enforce them. We may be the great pretenders for awhile, but the “deeds of darkness” such as “carousing, drunkenness, sexual promiscuity and sensuality, strife and jealousy” will be dealt with exactly as God has promised us. What must God be feeling as He sees this country running into the devious, destructive arms of Satan? Who will God raise up to fight against the sins that this country is now practicing at home, and exporting? He has established governments to reward good and punish evil behaviors; how are our governments doing? 
We must pray that God will pour out the Holy Spirit on our nation, so we can put on the armor of light!
Praise God that He has shown us what is evil and what is good. Ask that God’s Holy Spirit will transform us. Ask for God’s direction for our leaders, that they will punish evil & reward good
Gal 5:19-23; Rom 13:11-14 (What a contrast between evil and good behaviors! Individually and nationally, let’s overcome our sins with the power to do good that comes from the indwelling Holy Spirit) Prayer time to:
 - praise our awesome God, who has shown us His power & love by redeeming us from our sins
 - praise God for enforcing His laws; His laws in nature and His laws in the spiritual realm
 - seek transformation so that God will show us how to resist our temptations to sin
 - verbalize to God our individual, and national, need for His continuing forgiveness to be on us
 - ask God to increase our faith and show us how to overcome evil with good
 - request that our government leaders (legislative, executive and judicial branches) will choose to be obedient to God’s commands, as many of them claim to be Christians, & to choose good
 - pray that our leaders will figure out how to reward good and punish evil behaviors
 - seek how we can influence our government to reject Satan’s counterfeits and choose the best
 - ask God to reveal the proper role of the USA in world affairs, promoting what is God’s best
 - request that God will show our leaders the proper role of government in balance with the role of God, and in balance with healthy individual responsibility, claiming the best for the USA
 - thank God for being unchanging, so that we can always know what is good and evil
 - ask that God will lead our nation to obey Him on sanctity of human life and marriage issues
 - make Christian officials bold before men and humble before God as they serve and lead
 - implore God to hear our prayers and bless our land, healing us as we confess our sins
 - ask God to bring about the election of good leaders at all levels in the 2020 elections
 - what else has God placed on your heart to pray for regarding our nation?
