Prayer for the US of A during the COVID-19 pandemic (part 6)
President Trump declared Sunday, March 15, 2020, as a National Day of Prayer regarding the current COVID-19 illness and related concerns that are sweeping the world. Some governors are also declaring a day of prayer in their states. For example, Governor Reynolds of Iowa designated Thursday, April 9, 2020, as a day of prayer for her state. We are cheered when a President, governor or other elected official issues a special call for Christian prayer! It is taken as a humble recognition that ‘the most powerful person on Earth’ and other elected officials are serving at the pleasure of the Almighty God, and that our nation, states, and communities are dealing with issues that require our humility, confession of sins and repentance in order to obtain God’s intervention, blessing and healing. This week we continue praying for our nation, for our respective states and communities, for our leaders, and for our fellow citizens.
Praise God for His loving nature; ask for God’s wisdom as we try to accurately discern the truth about this virus; pray that we will be humble in confessing our sins and turning away from them, and instead drawn to God’s truth, grace and mercy for healing and blessing

2 Cor 2:14; James 5:16 (God has said He will always cause us to triumph; prayer can be powerful)

Wondering how to respond to the coronavirus as a Christian? Use these prayer points.

1. Pray That the Church Will Be a Light – “A scared world needs a fearless Church.” A.W. Tozer.

When trouble comes, we—the Church—should look different from everyone else. We should respond differently. In doing so, we will shine a light in a dark world that is without hope and peace. We don’t let the world tell us how to respond, we let the Word of God be our guide. Don’t feed fear. Exude confidence. Offer to help. Run errands for the elderly or pray for people over the phone.

 2. Pray for World Leaders – While so many people have used this opportunity to criticize leadership, Christians should be different. Demonstrate the love of Christ, not a spirit of criticism. “Therefore I exhort first of all that supplications, prayers, intercessions, and giving of thanks be made for all men, for kings and all who are in authority…” 1 Tim 2:1-3 (NKJV).

3. Pray for Our Economy – You can pray for our economy in the following ways: Pray that fear would cease, and economic activity would pick up again; Pray for the financial health of small businesses; Pray for a supernatural renewal of resources; Pray for the protection of jobs for fellow believers.
Remember—we are not under the world’s economy—we are under God’s heavenly economy, and it NEVER FAILS. Satan has come to steal, kill and destroy. 

4. Pray for Psalm 91 Protection – There is no prayer more powerful than one prayed in faith and based on Scripture. Psalm 91 covers every aspect of the current circumstances with the power of Almighty God.

Don’t forget to pray for health care workers, grocery store personnel and others in essential roles who are on the front lines. Recite Psalm 91 out loud and make it personal by putting your name in the verse.

5. Pray Against the Spirit of Fear – God has not given you the spirit of fear, but of POWER, love and a SOUND MIND. A sound mind doesn’t think and speak irrationally or stir up a spirit of fear among other people. It is EMPOWERED in any situation! Bind Satan from operating and from spreading fear among your friends, relatives and country. Loose a spirit of peace, power and a sound mind. Declare 2 Timothy 1:7 over your life.

6. Pray That People Will Come to Christ – In difficult times, many are seeking answers. It is in uncertain times that many will turn to the Lord who wouldn’t have otherwise. Here are some tips on how you can pray that people will come to Christ: Pray that those who do not know the Lord will come to Christ and find the answers, not only in the current troubles, but with every need they face in their lives. Pray for an awakening and that people would turn to Him when all other sources fail.

Fervently pray that we will humble ourselves before God, confess our sins, repent and actually turn from our individual and national sins, and that God will then stop the pestilence and heal our land!!
