 - ask God to increase our faith so that we see His justice and please Him
 - seek strength to live our lives being obedient to God’s commands and claim our future
 - request that our local, state and federal government leaders (legislative, executive and judicial branches) will obey God, too, properly seeking justice
Mic 6:8; Prov 1:1-3  Prayer time to seek guidance in applying justice:
 - to our own personal life, and our family, church, school and workplace
 - to our county, state and federal courts, especially in filling the vacancy
 - seek how we can influence our government for good
 - ask God to guide the USA in matters of international justice
 - request that God will show our leaders the proper role of government in balance with the role of God
 - ask that God will lead our nation to obey Him on sanctity of human life, marriage, and other issues foundational to a just and healthy society
