Practical Prayer Tips: 
Try Going on a “Prayer Walk” A prayer walk is simply an opportunity to pray in and for a specific place—whether your neighborhood, home, or other location God places on your heart. Going on a prayer walk doesn’t mean God will listen to our prayers more attentively, but sometimes our physical environment can invigorate our prayers in a new way as we see the people and places we are praying for. 
1. Start with God’s Word. “[My word] will not return to me empty, but will accomplish what I desire . . .” (Isa. 55:11). The Bible is a great place to start as we lift up our prayers before God. So many of the Truths and heart cries we long to express have already been so beautifully articulated by our forefathers in the faith. 
2. Ask for the Holy Spirit’s help. “We do not know what we ought to pray for, but the Spirit himself intercedes for us . . .” (Rom. 8:26). Ask for God’s help to guide your prayers in a way that aligns with His desires, and spend time listening to how He might be leading you to pray. 
3. Begin with praise. “Enter his gates with thanksgiving and his courts with praise” (Psalm 100:4). Worship reminds us who we are praying to and aligns us with the heart of God. It’s also a form of spiritual warfare (see 2 Chron. 20:21-22), and Satan can’t stand it! 
4. Remember that Christ has overcome the darkness. “And having disarmed the powers and authorities, he made a public spectacle of them, triumphing over them by the cross” (Col. 2:15). As believers in Christ, we wage war on a spiritual level—but we know the battle has already been won. We are to pray with the realization that Christ has already defeated sin and death, and nothing is impossible for Him. 
5. Don’t rely on words, but on Christ. “And when you pray, do not keep on babbling like pagans, for they think they will be heard because of their many words. Do not be like them, for your Father knows what you need before you ask him” (Matt. 6:7-8). We can approach God’s throne with confidence not because of the eloquence of our prayers but because of who God is and what He has done.
Fervently pray that we will humble ourselves before God, confess our sins, repent and actually turn from our individual and national sins, and that God will then stop the pestilence and heal our land!!
