Prayer Time for God to Direct and Bless Our Nation – May 15, 2016
This is to ask God to direct, protect and bless the US of A; to pray that we will follow the truth and reality of God.

Thoughts about MISSOURI and NEBRASKA, GOD and current events –
The Billy Graham Evangelistic Association is doing the Decision America Tour 2016, where they plan to pray in each state. Missouri will be on 5.17 & Nebraska will be on 5.18. “Missouri facts: a) 88% of Missouri residents self-identify as Christian, b) 30% of the population attend church, pray and read the Bible, and c) 40% or 18- to 25-year-olds in the state reported binge alcohol use.”
“In November 2014, Billy Graham Rapid Response Team chaplains arrived in Ferguson, Missouri. Their mission: to pray with the community in response to the unrest created by a grand jury’s decision not to indict a police officer in the shooting death of 18-year-old Michael Brown. While there, the chaplains ministered to more than 1,500 residents, including a family of seven that was left homeless due to a house fire. After the chaplains prayed with them and arranged for meals and clothing, the couple told them that they were so thankful to be alive that they wanted to rededicate their lives to Christ. Because of that decision, they decided to marry. They had been together nine years but had never made that commitment. The chaplains connected the couple to a local pastor, who counseled and married them outside the mobile command unit. The celebration was a light of hope in a community filled with darkness.”
“Nebraska facts: a) 42% of Nebraskans ages 50-68 are unchurched, b) 60% of the state’s population do not read the Bible, and c) nearly half of all Nebraskans believe that Jesus did not lead a sinless life.”
“Football was secondary when Nebraska and Penn State met a Beaver Stadium in 2011, just days after a former Penn State coach was indicted on sexual abuse charges that would rock the university to its core. Huddled together at the 50-yard line, the teams joined in a prayer led by Nebraska Running Backs Coach Ron Brown. The gesture garnered Brown national acclaim, but it wouldn’t last very long. Six months later, after testifying against an ordinance that would extend special protections to [homosexual] and transgender people, Brown found himself at odds with popular opinion. A Board of Education member called for his termination. Websites and online petitions slammed the coach’s Christian beliefs. Although Brown’s right to free speech was upheld, the Nebraska Black Sports Hall of Fame member was released from the Cornhuskers in 2014. He later joined the Liberty University football program, saying, “I’ll have a national platform at Liberty at a time when people who believe like I do, in terms of Christianity, need to have voices”.”
Pray for Christians across Missouri, that their godly example would give hope to neighbors struggling in their marriages. Pray also that God will bring true reconciliation in Ferguson and other racially divided cities in the state. Pray that Christians across Nebraska and America would not be afraid to stand up for God’s truth. Pray that they would engage in their communities with God’s love and many would come to faith in Christ.” (Source: Decision America Tour 2016, Prayer Journal, pages 52 & 54)

 - entreat God to raise up faithful prayer warriors for every righteous ministry in the nation
 - ask for courage to live our lives obedient to God rather than any directions from man
 - pray that God will direct our nation in both domestic and international affairs
 - cry out to God so he will raise up just and righteous candidates to be elected in 2016
 - pray for whatever else God is placing on your heart for our nation
