Prayer Time for God to Direct and Bless Our Nation – May 31, 2020
This is to ask God to direct, protect and bless the US of A; to pray that we will follow the truth and reality of God.

Prayer for the US of A during the COVID-19 pandemic (part 12)
President Trump spoke on May 7, 2020, at an observance of the National Day of Prayer. We are cheered when a President, governor or other elected official issues a special call for Christian prayer! It is taken as a humble recognition that ‘the most powerful person on Earth’ and other elected officials are serving at the pleasure of the Almighty God, and that our nation, states, and communities are dealing with issues that require our humility, confession of sins and repentance in order to obtain God’s purposes, blessing and healing. This week we continue praying for awakening, confession and repentance in our nation, in our respective states and communities, in our leaders, in our fellow citizens, and especially in ourselves.
Praise God for His loving nature; ask for God’s purposes to be accomplished as He tries to get our attention through this virus; pray that we will humbly confess our sins, turn from them, and be drawn to God’s truth, grace and mercy for spiritual and physical healing and blessing
1 Pet 5:7; Jer 17:7-8; Jn 14:27 (God will take care of our anxiety if we give it to Him, and replace it with His peace)
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As many parts of the United States and the world begin transitioning out of lockdown and returning to semi-normal operations, Christians have an excellent opportunity to model trust in God’s providence and provision to their friends and neighbors. Trusting God amid hardship is not always easy. But the Bible provides us with many encouraging reminders that can sustain and strengthen our faith. By reminding ourselves of these truths, Christians can maintain quiet confidence in God’s purposes, even as we face an uncertain future.

First, it is important to remember that God has not given us a spirit of fear but of power, love, and self-control (2 Tim 1:7). Throughout the Bible, God exhorts His followers not to be afraid, and He often ties these encouragements with timely reminders of His presence. Christians should take these promises to heart and pray for enduring faith during this season of heightened fear, anxiety, and confusion. Appropriate precautions should be taken; however, Christians should not live crippled by fear. 

Second, believers should remember what the Bible says about trusting God. Jeremiah 17:7-8 says, “Blessed is the man who trusts in the Lord, whose trust is in the Lord. He is like a tree planted by water, that sends out its roots by the stream, and does not fear when the heat comes, for its leaves remain green, and is not anxious in the year of droughts, for it does not cease to bear fruits.” Another well-known verse that inspires trust in God is Proverbs 3:5-6, which says: “Trust in the Lord with all your heart, and do not lean on your own understanding. In all your ways acknowledge him, and he will make straight your paths.” (See Isaiah 43:2; Matthew 6:25-26; Hebrews 13:5)

Third, Christians honor God by modeling a respectful posture toward those in positions of authority. By doing this, Christians recognize an important principle of political theology: that God instituted the governing authorities. Despite occasionally being frustrated by or disappointed in our leaders, Christians must commit to praying for them, remembering: “The king’s heart is a stream of water in the hand of the Lord; he turns it wherever he will” (Proverbs 21:1). President Trump’s plan to reopen America delegates significant decision-making power to state and local authorities. We should pray for these leaders as they seek to balance reopening the economy with public health and safety.

Fervently pray that we will humble ourselves before God, confess our sins, repent and actually turn from our individual and national sins, and that God will then stop the pestilence and heal our land!!
