Prayer Time for God to Direct and Bless Our Nation – June 28, 2020
This is to ask God to direct, protect and bless the US of A; to pray that we will follow the truth and reality of God.

TRUTH vs. LIES/DECEIT in the US of A (part 7a) – justice
Although the topic of ‘truth’ is a major theme throughout the Bible, in John 8:31-47 Jesus engages some Jews in a lengthy discussion which reveals the respective sources of truth and lies, their importance, and their impact on people. This is as applicable and important today as it was in Bible times. Part 1 of this series included definitions of ‘truth’ and ‘lie’ (see the prayer guide for Jan 5, 2020, for the definitions – or do you have your own definitions?). 
Now some thoughts concerning truth vs. lies while considering justice – 
Where does your concept of ‘justice’ come from; what is its source? If it is what you make up, then it is no more valid, or binding on others, than what everyone else makes up; do you want to be bound by what ‘they’ make up? 
Q: What is the result of each of us attempting to impose our own made-up concept of justice on everyone else? 

A: It is chaos, anarchy, and ultimately, it’s ‘mob-rule’ as in ‘might makes right’. Obviously, this isn’t civilized, and is really no ‘justice’ at all. This isn’t the concept of justice upon which the USA was built and has been sustained.

Q: Is there a concept and standard of ‘justice’ that is authoritative, and binding on all of us? And if so, what is the source, who administers or enforces it, and what are their qualifications for doing so?

A: Yes, there is, but it has to come from outside of any one person, in order to be valid for all persons. The source is God. He is uniquely qualified to be the source and the ultimate enforcer because of His unique nature and character. He is, among other attributes, holy, righteous, loving and almighty, and is perfectly just (Deut. 32:4). God has given us the concept and standards of justice, which are to be administered in our human matters by judges who are themselves to be righteous in their judgements (Deut. 16:18-20) This is the concept of ‘justice’ upon which the USA was built and has been sustained, as it was intentionally embedded in our Constitution and adopted or ratified by each of the States when they chose to enter the union known as the USA. It’s often called “The rule of law”. Unfortunately, no humans are perfectly ‘just’ like God is (nor are any humans perfectly holy, righteous, loving, almighty, etc., as God is) so our administration of ‘justice’ is imperfect; however, to be civilized, we must do our best to follow God’s concepts and standards in our definitions and administration of ‘justice.’
Let’s look at a dictionary definition of ‘justice’. 1: the maintenance or administration of what is just, especially by the impartial adjustment of conflicting claims or the assignment of merited rewards or punishments; the establishment or determination of rights according to the rules of law or equity; 2: the quality of being just, impartial, or fair; righteous; 3: conformity to truth, fact, or reason; correct. Per Merriam-Webster on-line dictionary. This describes ‘justice’ as historically understood in the USA.
There is only one truth but many lies; true justice unifies but all lies divide.
Praise God for His truth nature; ask for God’s wisdom as we try to accurately discern between truth and lies; pray that we will consistently embrace God’s truth and reject Satan’s lies
Jn 8:31-47; Deut 32:4; 16:18-20 (Truth as part of God’s nature vs. lying as a defining part of Satan’s nature; regarding justice – God is the source of the true concept and standards of justice; all other concepts of justice are lies, whether in whole or in part, and cannot be a long-term foundation for civilization) Prayer time to:
 - praise God for sending His son, Jesus Christ, to give us eternal salvation and freedom from sin
 - ask for understanding of God’s true nature, as being loving, faithful and our source of truth

 - seek truth in God’s Word, the only foundation that can sustain justice
 - ask God to help us understand the just nature of God, and reflect true justice in our lives

 - implore God to keep Christians united on His true and unchanging standards of justice
 - petition God for wisdom, understanding and discernment as we read truth in His Word

 - ask God to show us how to honor His truth in our thoughts, attitudes and behaviors

 - seek clarity in where we need to repent and change to align with truth and reject lies
 - ask that all citizens will have good discernment to distinguish between lies and truth
 - thank God for making clear what is good (truth) and what is evil (lies and deception) 
 - pray earnestly for a third great awakening across our nation, stirred by the Holy Spirit, calling millions of us to repentance and righteousness, that we will accurately discern truth from lies
