Prayer Time for God to Direct and Bless Our Nation – Aug 15, 2010
This is to ask God to direct and bless the United States of America; it isn’t to take sides in policy or politics.

Thoughts about God’s plan for the US of A among the nations –
God is loving, just and almighty, sovereign over the nations.  He brings some to prominence and power, and He relegates others to mediocrity or ruin.  - seek strength to live our lives obedient to God and to transform our minds and our society
 - request that our local, state and federal government leaders (legislative, executive and judicial branches) will obey God, too, standing strong for good and renouncing sin
 - beg for God’s protection from those who hate Him
 - ask for God’s abundant blessings on us as we repent and turn to Him
 - pray for God to give us righteous leaders, and that our nation can be a blessing to all peoples
 - pray for the conversion to Christianity for the two newest Supreme Court justices
 - invite Him to rule:
 
- in our own personal life, and our family, church, school and workplace
 
- in our county, state and federal courts
  
- in regard to the proper role of government in balance with the role of God
 - seek how we can influence our government for good
 - ask God to guide the USA in matters of international justice
 - pray that God will stir up our nation to obey Him on sanctity of human life, marriage, and other issues foundational to a just and healthy society, pleasing to God
