Prayer Time for God to Direct and Bless Our Nation – Aug 20, 2017
This is to ask God to direct, protect and bless the US of A; to pray that we will follow the truth and reality of God.

Thoughts about LEADERS and GOD in the USA (part 20) –
Leaders are very important as their choices have great influence on the lives of all of us, the followers. Leaders have free will, just like everyone else, but their position amplifies the impact of their choices. Great leaders are exalted by God and then point their followers to God.
Solomon was a man who made a very good choice when he asked God for wisdom instead of other things. In 1 Kings 3 we find the new King Solomon asking for wisdom, and God granting that request, followed by the famous occurrence that shows Solomon’s wisdom as he judges a dispute. The chapter ends with the effect Solomon’s wise decision had on the people that Solomon was leading. Yes, even the common person can discern when the wisdom of God is present, and can tell when there is justice in the heart of a leader. Of course, some people are so blinded by Satan and his lies that they can’t recognize, or won’t recognize the wisdom and justice of God. 

Even today, God promises that if anyone lacks wisdom, ask God to give it, and He will do so (James 1:5). (God is the source of all wisdom, truth, knowledge and discernment.) Let’s pray that our leaders at the federal, state, and local levels will be humble before God and ask for His wisdom to make righteous laws, good decisions, and to administer justice
Truly blessed is the nation whose leaders know God’s voice, who walk humbly before God, and who have received from Him the ability to wisely administer justice.
Wouldn’t it be wonderful if our leaders would faithfully follow God’s principles today, give all the credit to God, honestly administer justice, and restore our relationship with God? That’s something to pray for!!

Praise God because He has invited us to pray for our leaders; Ask that our nation will have leaders who hear God, lead us to obey God’s instructions, and who will not tolerate sin.
1 Ki 3:16-28 (v16-27 for context); 1 Tim 2:1-3 (Solomon was a leader who showed great wisdom and humility, and the people were awe of him; Paul says to pray for our leaders and those in authority over us)  Prayer time to:
 - praise our God for showing us how to please God through this example of Solomon
 - pray that God will give us leaders who know Him and who will courageously, but humbly, stand on what God wants, pointing us to God instead of taking credit themselves
 - cry out for the Holy Spirit to be poured out on our people, drawing millions of us to God
 - pray for the President, that he will invite God to speak to him and will humbly obey God
 - seek guidance for the Supreme Court to make just decisions based on God’s revealed truth
 - pray that leaders in Congress will make laws that please God, based on His principles
 - ask that governors and state legislatures will lead us to love and obey God
 - pray that judges at all levels will pray and make decisions guided by God’s truth and justice
 - ask God to test our leaders, and that they will show courage to follow His principles
 - cry out to God so he will raise up Godly and courageous candidates to be elected in 2018
 - pray that God will now be developing courageous leaders for future generations
 - ask God to remove all leaders who love Satan and who are leading us towards evil
 - pray that our leaders will humbly seek God as they decide how to deal with the many violent and difficult situations happening around the world, so that the USA will be available for God to use in bringing truth, salvation, freedom, hope, liberty, aid and peace to many people
