Thoughts about NATIONAL SECURITY and the US of A –
Building a Biblical Worldview – National Security in America:
The preamble of the United States Constitution is very clear about our Founding Fathers’ purposes. “We the People of the United States,” they wrote, “in Order to form a more perfect Union, establish Justice, insure domestic Tranquility, provide for the common defense, promote the general Welfare, and secure the Blessings of Liberty to ourselves and our Posterity, do ordain and establish this Constitution for the United States of America.” The common defense is no less important today than it was in the 18th century. In fact, in many ways the world has become more complicated and dangerous. America’s national security community is using technology, intelligence, and covert activity to secure our homeland against threats near and abroad. In particular, our traditional military services are constantly evolving to prepare for the realities of warfighting and peacekeeping missions in the 21st century. Now we even have a Space Force as that theater becomes increasingly contested. And let us never forget the destructive power of nuclear weapons active in multiple arsenals and coveted by dangerous states and terrorist organizations around the world. Securing the blessings of liberty and promoting tranquility rely on provision for the common defense. Many Americans value our nation’s military strength and honor soldiers who stand in harm’s way to protect us. However, it is notable that not all Americans see eye to eye on continuing to invest in our national security apparatus. Even as the common defense shields liberty, it is notable that defending liberty is also significant in shoring up national security. That focus on national security is a high and biblical calling for our government, and it is critical that we do not neglect it today.  We would do well to search the Scriptures for wisdom on how to encourage our civil and military leaders to advance national security in a God-honoring way.
What Does The Bible Say? 
Let’s seek out wisdom in the Holy Scriptures. In the Word we find:
· Conflict is part of this fallen world. When humans rebelled against God, that sin quickly led to bloodshed Gen 4:8,23. War will be part of our world until its end Matt 24:6, Rev 20. 
· God authorizes government to use the sword. God established the times and boundaries of nations Deut. 32:8; Acts 17:26-27 and He gave government authority to ensure order and punish wrongdoers with the sword Romans 13:1-7. Along with upholding justice and righteousness, government is exhorted “to defend the afflicted among the people and save the children of the needy” and to “crush the oppressor.” Psalm 72:1-4

 - pray that the USA will stand for justice, truth and liberty in the international community
 - lift up other concerns that God has placed on your heart
