Thoughts about EDUCATION and the US of A (part 1) –
Building a Biblical Worldview – Education in America:
Education is a top tier issue for many Americans, and it certainly should be for Christians. The training that students receive today will in many ways define the path of our nation tomorrow. Healthy debates over particular programs, funding levels, and systems of learning are important. However, much of our nation’s educational strife boils down to battles about worldview. We should be paying attention to what students are learning, how they are learning it, and who is instructing them. 

Americans care about education. Polling by Pew Research Center finds that 67 percent of U.S. adults think that education should be a top priority for federal politicians. That sentiment certainly makes sense. The educational training students receive today has a real-world impact not only on career opportunities in their own lives, but also on the competitiveness and — even more important — the conscience of our nation tomorrow. The effectiveness of numerous national, state, and local programs and their proper funding levels are regularly debated in the spheres of elementary, secondary, and higher education. For example, as debt weighs heavily on American young adults, federal student loan forgiveness and tuition-free college proposals are popular conversations. 
What Does The Bible Say? 
We should not fall into the trap of thinking that most education apart from Sunday School and seminary must be addressed more “practically” from a secular vantage point. The Bible, in fact, has much to say about education. In the Word we find: 
· We should embrace truth. Our Lord is a God of Truth (John 1:17, John 16:13). In fact, He is Truth (John 14:6). Truth brings us freedom (John 8:32) and hope (Psalm 25:5). Truth is part of our spiritual armor (Ephesians 6:14) and we are to rejoice in it (1 Corinthians 13:6). Also, we should study hard (2 Timothy 2:15). 
· We are called to train the next generation. We are not to forget truth, but to teach it to our children and their children (Deuteronomy 4:9, Psalm 78). Parents are called to ensure intentional teaching of their children at home and in day-to-day life (Deuteronomy 6:4-9; 11:18-21).

 - lift up pastors, church leaders and members to have boldness to stand for the education of our children in Your truth, including the bold proclamation of salvation through Jesus

 - intercede for judges to stand for truth and justice in cases of liberty and Godly education
 - ask the Holy Spirit to stir up our hearts to fight for what is right and against what is wrong, as defined by God ; awaken many in our nation to understand God’s truth and be obedient to it
 - pray that the USA will stand for justice, truth and liberty in the international community
