Prayer Time for God to Direct and Bless Our Nation – Apr 30, 2023
This is to ask God to direct, protect and bless the US of A; to pray that we will follow the truth and reality of God.

TRUTH vs. LIES/DECEIT in the US of A (part 8a) – memorials
The topic of ‘truth’ is a major theme throughout the Bible; in John 8:31-47 Jesus engages some Jews in a lengthy discussion which reveals the respective sources of truth and lies, their importance, and their impact on people. This is as applicable and important today as it was in Bible times. Part 1 of this series included definitions of ‘truth’ and ‘lie’. Now some thoughts concerning truth vs. lies/ deceit while considering memorials – 
What is a ‘memorial’, and what purpose does it serve? Here is a dictionary definition: noun – something designed to preserve the memory of a person, event, etc., as a monument or a holiday; adjective – preserving the memory of a person or thing; commemorative; of or relating to the memory Source: Dictionary.com
God is omniscient, meaning He knows everything, and He is eternal, meaning He has no beginning or end and exists outside of time. Therefore, God can remember everything – He doesn’t need memorials to preserve any memory. (By God’s grace, He will forget the sins of Christians Heb 10:12-17.) But people aren’t omniscient and live inside of time, so we do need memorials to ‘preserve the memory’ of what has happened before. 
Let’s look at one of the memorials God has given us, and the reason for the memorial.
Memorial – the Holy Bible – which is arguably the most significant memorial ‘designed to preserve the memory of a person, event, etc.’ as it records the true nature, words and actions of God, Jesus and the Holy Spirit, and what we need to know about Their interactions with, expectations of, and plans for, Their creation (including people) since the beginning of time, and continuing for eternity. 
Reason for the memorial – “Now Jesus did many other signs in the presence of the disciples, which are not written in this book: but these are written that you may believe that Jesus is the Christ, the Son of God, and that believing you may have life in his name.” Jn 20:30-31 The Bible is a true testimony Jn 21:24, and not to be changed Rev 22:18-19; Pr 30:5-6. The Bible answers our deepest questions, such as: Where did I come from? Why am I here? How should I believe, think and act? How do I discern what is true and what is a lie? What is the source of truth, and the source of lies? What is love? What is sin and what do I do with my guilt? What happens to me after death? Yes, there are many lies about the Bible, as Satan strives mightily to deceive everyone he can, but it has withstood all these deceitful and lying attacks and will continue to do so as an everlasting memorial to a loving God. There is only one truth but many lies; the Bible is truth and all anti-Biblical truth claims are lies. May our nation heed this memorial!
Praise God for His truth nature; ask for God’s wisdom as we try to accurately discern between truth and lies; pray that we will consistently embrace God’s truth and reject Satan’s lies
Jn 8:31-47; Rev 22:18-19 (Truth as part of God’s nature vs. lying as a defining part of Satan’s nature; regarding the Bible – it’s God’s wonderful memorial to guide every generation in truth: God will deal decisively with those who would lie by adding to it or taking away) Prayer time to:
 - praise God for giving us the Bible, a memorial to love, eternal salvation and freedom from sin
 - ask for understanding of God’s true nature, as being loving, faithful and our source of truth
 - seek truth in God’s Word, the Bible, the only source of truth for our lives
 - ask God to help us understand Bible truths and how to make them the foundation of our life
 - ask God to show us how to honor His truth in our beliefs, thoughts, attitudes and behaviors

 - seek clarity in where we need to repent and change to align with truth and reject lies
 - ask that all citizens will have good discernment to distinguish between lies and truth
 - thank God for making clear what is good (truth) and what is evil (lies and deception) 
 - ask God to unify our nation based on God’s truth, with the objective of blessing all people
 - pray earnestly for another great awakening in our nation, stirred by the Holy Spirit, calling millions of us to repentance and righteousness, that we will accurately discern truth from lies
