Prayer Time for God to Direct and Bless Our Nation – Feb 9, 2025
This is to ask God to direct, protect and bless the US of A; to pray that we will follow the truth and reality of God.

Thoughts about Blessings, Sin and a just God regarding the US of A (part 1) –
In the first Psalm we see blessings of God upon the righteous, in contrast to the outcomes for the wicked and the unrepentant sinners. This is a major theme throughout the Psalms, and the whole Bible. Let’s look at Psalm 1 in couplets of two verses. “1Blessed is the man who walks not in the counsel of the wicked, nor stands in the way of sinners, nor sits in the seat of scoffers, 2but his delight is in the law of the Lord, and on his law he meditates day and night.” Psalm 1:1-2
We observe that blessings come upon the person who avoids three things, and does two things. 
· They avoid: 1) following the advice of wicked people, 2) they stay off the paths that sinners take, and 3) they don’t sit around with people who scoff (at the reality of God). 
· Instead, they do: 1) take delight in God’s law (how to please God, learn truth, and live rightly), and 2) meditate on God’s law continually (figuring out how to apply it to decisions and daily living).

Since we know that all people sin and fall short of the glory of God, we see that the negative reference is to people who are unrepentant in their wickedness, their sinning and their scoffing. Similarly, the blessing is for the people who have confessed and repented, accepted Jesus as the atonement for their sins, and are now striving to live in obedience to God’s laws. Applying this to our nation, consider the proverb: ‘As the [people] go, so goes the nation’. Thus, we work towards helping many more to turn from their sins and to live as instructed by God’s law, praying that God will bless our nation as more people turn to Him.

Praise God for revealing the truth to us regarding how we can be people, and a nation, which He blesses, and that He is just to reward the righteous and punish the wicked.
Psalm 1 (especially v1-2) (God will bless those who obey His laws; His punishments are just for the wicked, the sinners and the scoffers) Prayer time to:
 - praise our loving God who reveals to all people what is good and what He blesses
 - thank Him that our forefathers obeyed Him and built our nation on His true principles
 - pray for our people/nation to – 

· Reject the advice of wicked people, and for the wisdom to properly discern it

· Refuse to walk on the paths that sinners take, looking for paths of righteousness

· Avoid people who scoff at the reality of God, enlightening them when possible 
· Take delight in God’s laws, obeying them for our good, collectively and individually

· Meditate continually on God’s laws, obeying and properly applying them hourly/daily
 - seek confession and repentance so that we can be a just and holy people/nation, obeying God
 - ask for transformation in our own personal life, and our family, church, school and workplace
 - ask God to guide the USA in matters of international events and justice among the nations
 - ask that God will lead our nation to obey Him on sanctity of human life, marriage, and other issues foundational to a just and healthy society, that will be pleasing to and blessed by God
 - seek repentance for those among us who are calling evil good, and good evil
 - ask God to raise up leaders who will faithfully call us to hear and obey God’s commands
 - protect and bless those who are diligently fighting against the rising tide of evil in our land
 - raise up those candidates who will be elected in the next elections and lead us to God
 - support those who are speaking truth, and ask God to silence those who are speaking lies
