Thoughts about PRAYING For The SUPREME COURT of the US of A (part 1) –
How shall we pray for those in positions of authority, and especially for our Supreme Court “Justices”? Scripture gives us ideas, and their biographies can give us some clues about how we can pray for each of them specifically.
Ketanji Brown Jackson, Associate Justice: Born-Washington, D.C., Sept. 14, 1970. Married Patrick Jackson-1996, have two daughters. A.B., magna cum laude, Harvard-Radcliffe College-1992, J.D. cum laude, Harvard Law School-1996. Law clerk- Judge Patti B. Saris, U.S. District Court, Massachusetts 1996-1997; Judge Bruce M. Selya, U.S. Court of Appeals, First Circuit- 1997-1998; Justice Stephen G. Breyer, SCOTUS, 1999 Term. 3 years in private practice, then attorney at the U.S. Sentencing Commission 2003-2005. 2005-2007 assistant federal public defender, Washington, D.C.; 2007-2010 in private practice. A Vice Chair and Commissioner, U.S. Sentencing Commission 2010-2014. U.S. District Court for the District of Columbia 2013-2021. Appointed to the Defender Services Committee of the Judicial Conference of the US-2017, and Supreme Court Fellows Commission-2019. President Joe Biden appointed her to the United States Court of Appeals for the District of Columbia Circuit in 2021 and nominated her as an Associate Justice of the Supreme Court in 2022; she took her seat on June 30, 2022.
Sonia Sotomayor, Associate Justice: Born-Bronx, NY, June 25, 1954. B.A.-1976-Princeton University, graduating summa cum laude and receiving the university’s highest academic honor. 1979-J.D.-Yale Law School…; Assistant District Attorney-New York County District Attorney’s Office, 1979–1984; litigated international commercial matters…Pavia & Harcourt, associate and partner from 1984–1992; Judge, US District Court, Southern District of New York, 1992–1998; Judge-United States Court of Appeals for the Second Circuit, 1998–2009. President Barack Obama nominated her-Associate Justice of the Supreme Court; she took her seat August 8, 2009.

Elena Kagan, Associate Justice: Born-New York, NY, April 28, 1960. A.B.-Princeton, 1981; M. Phil.-Oxford, 1983, J.D.-Harvard Law School, 1986. Clerked-Judge Abner Mikva, U.S. Court of Appeals for the D.C. Circuit 1986-1987 and Justice Thurgood Marshall, SCOTUS, 1987 Term; attorney-Washington, D.C. law firm; law professor-University of Chicago Law and Harvard Law Schools; 4 years-Associate Counsel-President Clinton; Deputy Assistant to the President for Domestic Policy; 2003-2009, Dean of Harvard Law School; 2009, Solicitor General of the United States. President Obama nominated her-Associate Justice SCOTUS effective August 7, 2010.

SCOTUS issues key rulings in June, and all judges have duties that greatly impact the nation and all of us as individuals, so pray for all judges at the city, county, state and federal levels.
Praise God that in His love He has revealed wisdom, justice and righteousness; ask that our judges will make decisions that are truly wise, just, impartial, sincere and righteous
1 Tim 2:1-4; Lev 19:15; Deut 1:16-17 (God has directed us to pray for all those in positions of authority; God wants judges who are righteous and just and who will follow His laws)
Prayer time to talk to God about SCOTUS justices, and all the judges, asking that they will…
 - realize their personal sinfulness (we are all sinners) and their daily need for God’s wisdom
 - reject all counsel that violates Biblical principles & then trust the Lord to validate them
 - resist pressure from individuals or special interest groups that would have them act in violation of godly principles, revealed truths, laws, and the Constitution; rightly decide how to apply the Constitution
 - refrain from improperly infringing on the duties of the Congress or the president
 - refuse bribes, be impartial and fair to all, and apply wisdom from God (James 3:17)
 - work at reversing our country’s trends toward socialism, secularism, and humanism, all of which dethrone the Lord, attempt to deify man, and violate the Constitution
 - be ready to forsake their legal careers and personal ambitions to stand firmly for justice
 - make decisions in the best interest of the nation in keeping with God’s leading
 - rely upon the Word of God as their source of wisdom, justice, strength and key to true success
 - bring truth, justice, dignity, honor, trustworthiness, and righteousness to the work in their courtrooms
 - be reminded daily that they are accountable to Almighty God for their attitudes, actions, motivations, decisions, choices and judgments while in office
 - deeply understand that God has placed them in the position of being a judge to do God’s will in protecting the weak, the poor, those accused falsely, and not to do their own will
 - properly understand ethics, truth, justice, equality in enforcing the laws, and the impact that their decisions will have upon people in the near future, and for generations to come
 - know that the nation is safe only when it is actively seeking and following God’s will
 - Pray that God will send the Holy Spirit to awaken the people, revive the churches, and transform our nation
